Two hundred and twenty years ago, the first European
settlement was founded on the coast of Australia,
where Sydney stands today.

Ms Burgess said she was pleased to note that cultural
and economic ties between Australia and Russia were
growing stronger each year. President Putin’s visit to
Australia last year, the first-ever by a Russian head of
state, had given a strong stimulus to collaboration. Cul-
tural and economic ties with St Petersburg are also
growing. In April there will be a week of Australian cine-
ma and the prime minister of the state of Western Aus-
tralia is due to visit St Petersburg in the course of the
year.

The consul’s speech ended with the anthems of the
two countries and to strong applause the guests raised
their glasses “To Australia, to Russia, to the further
strengthening of relations!” After the official part of the
evening, the guests were given a tour of the Shereme-
tev Palace and a buffet supper, during which the Aus-
tralian Consul Sebastian Fitzlyon shared his impres-
sions of Russia and our city with the Taleon magazine.
“l am very fond of St Petersburg. | consider it and Syd-
ney the most beautiful cities in the world. Sydney has
the most beautiful nature; St Petersburg magnificent
architecture. In general Russia and Australia have
much in common. We live in very big countries. They
have similarly structured economies. Both Australians
and Russians live in extreme climatic conditions: here
it's cold; there it’s hot. Australians are very self-reliant
people. If the car breaks down in the desert, any of us
will mend it with their own hands, and the Russians too
are noted for their innate savviness. But most impor-
tantly, we have excellent diplomatic relations,” said Se-
bastian Fitzlyon. m
