The Arabs have not the slightest doubt
about the truth of this legend. They are firm-
ly convinced that Allah gave them the horse
as a sign of His special favour. It is a reliable
fact that by the end of the eighth century or
the beginning of the ninth the Arabian horse
breed already existed, having accumulated
within it all that was best in the equine
breeds of the Ancient World, and was playing
a fundamental role in the life of the desert
nomads. Today the pure-blooded Arabian
horse is among the five most common
breeds in the world. Its most valued charac-
teristics are longevity, fertility and a high ca-
pacity for work on account of which the
breed used to be used in many countries and
is still popular today for stock and sporting
purposes.

Long before the laws of genetics had been
discovered, Arab horse-breeders devised
their own methods of selection. Back then,
more than a thousand years ago, the concept
of a pure bloodline appeared. The Bedouins
kept the pedigrees of horses — exclusively
through the female line, passing them on at
first orally, then on paper. When selling a
foal, the owner was expected, if required, to

provide trustworthy witnesses who could
confirm the pure bloodline of a sire or dam
even many years later.

The variety of strains within the Arabian
breed that was noted by many historians and
travellers was due to the fact that in early
times the areas where they were bred were
very isolated one from another. Today three
strains are most common (especially in Rus-
sia and Western countries): Siglavi, Hadban
and Kuheilan. Siglavis are distinguished by
shortness, wiriness, elegance, a “pike-like”
shape of the head, expressive eyes and har-
monious proportions. They are most often
grey. Horses of the Hadban strain, by con-
trast, are fairly large and not as handsome,
but they possess the greatest capacity for
work. The most common Arabian horses
belong to the Kuheilan type and are less
fussy about feed and the conditions in which
they are kept. Firm limbs and great
endurance meant that Arab warriors consid-
ered the Kuheilan the best war horse. The
Arab conquests of the seventh to ninth cen-
turies, when the Caliphate extended along
the shores of the Mediterranean, led to the
spread of the Bedouin horse far beyond the

boundaries of its homeland. During the Cru-
sades the light-stepping horses of the Sara-
cens, faster and more agile than the solid
mounts of the European knights were a
sought-after and much-prized trophy for the
Crusaders.

In the late sixteenth century Polish
sources refer to the import of Arabian hors-
es. In Poland they were affectionately
referred to by the diminutive form arabczyk,
probably on account of their relatively small
height. From the second half of the seven-
teenth century Arabians were increasingly
coming into Europe in the guise of Turkish
horses (that came predominantly from Turk-
menia and Persia). The number of Arabian
horses imported into Austria-Hungary and
the Balkans gradually grew. In 1616 the
Markham Arabian was recorded in England.
He was followed considerably later by three
other Arab stallions that became the progen-
itors of the English Thoroughbred breed.
Arabian horses appeared in Europe in large
numbers during the wars against Turkey in
the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries. At
that time too the first stud farms and breed-
ing-grounds were created. Together with the

Spanish conquistadors, the four-legged
“Arabs” embarked on their own conquest of
the New World.

In Russia Arabian horses have been
known for over five centuries. They are first
mentioned in the chronicles as gifts from
Eastern potentates in the reign of Ivan the
Terrible. It should be said that at that time in
Russia other Eastern breeds were also highly
prized, while Arabians — known as argama-
ki — were long regarded as an exotic toy. A
handsome horse in precious trappings and
splendid examples of dress weapons were
considered the most appropriate present for
rulers, especially in Eastern lands.

The best of the Arabian horses brought to
Russia in the second half of the eighteenth
century were gathered in the possession of
that rare judge of horse flesh Count Alexei
Orlov-Chesmensky, who displayed a talent as
a breeder. It is to him that we owe the cre-
ation of Russia’s famous Orlov breed of trot-
ting horse. The silver-grey Arab stallion
Smetanka, who was bought in Turkey for the
fabulous sum of 60,000 roubles, was deliv-
ered to Russia overland as the Count was
afraid to entrust such a valuable cargo to the

whims of the sea. The tales of Smetanka that
have come down to us describe a beast that
was exceptional in all respects — type and
exterior, zeal and strength, character and
“natural abilities.” It was not for nothing that
he became an ancestor of one of the world’s
finest breeds of trotter — the Orlov horse.
After Smetanka’s death his skeleton was care-
fully prepared, mounted and put on display
of the Ostrovsky Stud Farm twelve years
before the English began to preserve the
skeletons of famous racehorses for posterity.

The popularity of the Arabian horse in
Russia began to reach the level of fanaticism
by the late nineteenth century. Across the
empire, particularly in the northern Cauca-
sus, the Ukraine and the Kingdom of
Poland, stud farms and breeding-grounds
appeared, producing both purebred “Arabs”
and crosses with other breeds. In the 1840s
there were forty-four Arabian stud farms
across the Russian Empire. By the start of the
twentieth century there were around a hun-
dred! The horses bred in Russia were as good
as, and often better than those found else-
where. Russian horse-breeding attained
world fame through the stallion Skovrenok

that was sold to England in 1913 — his
numerous progeny are now used in work
with the breed on all continents.

During the First World War and the Civil
War all the bloodstock of the old stud farms
was lost. In 1930, however, the USSR began
importing Arabian horses and since 1944 the
Tersky stud farm has been breeding pure-
blooded “Arabs.”

After official recognition of the Russian
State Studbook of Purebred Arabian Horses
by the member countries of the World Arabi-
an Horse Organization in 1978, “Russian
Arabs” emerged onto the world market. The
period between 1980 and 1991 can be consid-
ered the renaissance of Arabian horse breed-
ing in Russia: in a decade the population of
“Arabs” almost doubled. The export of horses
also boomed. With increasing frequency stal-
lions and mares bred in this country are win-
ning or receiving prizes at prestigious interna-
tional exhibitions, shows and competitions.
Purebred “Arabs” of Russian origin can be
found on racetracks and in stock stables in
many countries. No other breed produced in
Russia can compete with the pure-blooded
