For almost a century and a half already
legendary Monte-Carlo has been drawing
the elite of high society from around the
world. At the end of April Michel Bouquier,
the director of tourism and congresses
for the Principality of Monaco gave

a presentation of this splendid corner

of old Europe at the Taleon Club. And in
the evening he met members of the club
over dinner in the Victoria restaurant.

"T'he first official gambling house in Europe, one of the
oldest and most respectable casinos in the world
opened its doors to guests in Monte-Carlo on 18 Febru-
ary 1863. In its early years the casino was constantly
being enlarged and reconstructed. In 1873 one of the
best architects of the day, Charles Garnier, who had just
finished building the Opéra in Paris, constructed a mag-
nificent palace in the resort that incorporated an opera
theatre as well as gambling halls. By the early twentieth
century the casino had acquired the look that for more
than a century now has attracted the cream of the
European aristocracy to Monte-Carlo.
