But then the Empress came up

with a brilliant idea...

The next day, when the Emperor returned
from his daily trip to the Senate, his Italian
greyhound Lizetta ran up to him. As he petted
this particular favourite, Peter noticed that
she had a rolled-up note stuck in her collar.
The Tsar was even more amazed when he read
a message from Lizetta herself! The little dog
sought to prove the innocence of the con-
demned man and asked that he be set free as
soon as possible.

“So you too, Lizetta, have started coming to
me with petitions,” the Emperor complained.
“I shall carry out your request, because it is
only your first. If that stubborn lot were as obe-
dient to the good as you are obedient to me,
then I would not seem like a cudgel to them...”

Peter was far from the only emperor for
whom contact with dogs served as a consola-
tion after the disappointments caused by
“stubborn” courtiers. Like lesser mortals,
crowned heads have since ancient times had
a weakness for intelligent representatives of
the species Canis familiaris and at times have
given them truly royal rewards. Their four-
legged friends have repaid them generously
with affection and loyalty, and on occasion
have shared their owner’s tragic lot.

At a feast given by the Duc
de Berry, little dogs not
only eat titbits from the
hands of guests, but even
wander across the table in
search of something tasty.

In Ancient Egypt the pharaohs’ dogs
accompanied their masters into the next
world: in the tombs of the rulers archaeolo-
gists have found the mummies of dogs resem-
bling dachshunds and whippets. Cleopatra
surrounded herself with a whole pack of
miniature hounds, and presented a number
of graceful animals to her lover Julius Caesar.

Four-legged friends were often presented
to kings as a token of peace and good neigh-
bourly relations. When Charlemagne set off to
conquer the lands of the Western Slavs, a
Czech envoy gave him a tiny dog. The King of
the Franks grew amazingly attached to this
pug, although he already kept a pack of 683
hunting dogs. The French kings generally
behaved very tenderly towards their pets.
Louis XIII allowed them to sleep in his bed;

Louis XIV personally handed the spaniels
rusks prepared by the court baker, while Louis
XV enjoyed hunting for truffles with blood-
hounds. His little spaniel Filou was known as
the most enduring rival to Madame de Pom-
padour. Sadly, the poor thing was shot and
wounded by the Duc de Duras who mistook it
for game during a hunt. The fate of Marie
Antoinette’s favourite dog was also a sad one.
When the French revolutionaries locked Louis
XVI's wife up in the Conciergerie, she hid
Thisbé in the folds of her dress. The loyal mite
brightened the Queen’s last days and, so the
legend goes, accompanied her to the scaffold.

Josephine de Beauharnais’s little pug took
a dim view of General Bonaparte’s first inva-
sion of his mistress’s bedroom: outraged, he
bit the future Emperor on the leg. Later the
English Prince Regent decided to poke fun at
the Emperor by naming his poodles
Josephine and Bonaparte. “It’s a well known
fact that a beloved dog always commands its
owner,” the French Empress riposted. “That
means Napoleon already rules in the English
royal house.”

In actual fact, since the sixteenth century it
had been spaniels that ruled unchallenged in

England’s royal palaces. The tyrannical Henry
VIII issued a decree that only “some small
spanyells for the ladies” could be kept at court.
Charles II never parted with his beloved pet,
even during sessions of parliament. Lord
Rochester wrote, “His very dog at Council
Board, sits grave and wise as any Lord.” Subse-
quently the Stuarts’ favourite breed became
officially known as the King Charles Spaniel.
Queen Victoria was accompanied by loyal
canines throughout her life — the spaniel
Dash, the collie Sharp and a large number of
dachshunds and terriers. Once the Queen
went off to Paris to visit Napoleon III and
Empress Eugénie. She was very pleased with

the reception that she was given and only
expressed regret at being parted from her
dear Pomeranian. Three days later the
Queen awoke to the barking of her beloved
pom that the French Emperor had had
brought over from London.

Even the warlike rulers of Prussia could
have strong ties with fourlegged friends.
Frederick II shared his bed with several Ital-
ian greyhounds at once. One even accompa-
nied the great commander on his campaigns,
nestling comfortably in the breast of his coat.
In 1745, during the War of the Austrian Suc-
cession, his pet was captured by the enemy.
After routing the Austrian army, Frederick’s
first demands were for Silesia and, of course,
for the return of his darling Thisbe.

Certain canines were held in great rever-
ence at oriental courts as well. As far back as
the second century Emperor Ling of the Han
dynasty awarded his beloved Pekinese with
royal regalia, appointed them to honorific
posts and demanded that the fourlegged
mandarins be treated with veneration befit-
ting their exalted status. In the late nineteenth
century the Empress Dowager began each
morning with a stroll around the bamboo

enclosures in which she kept her Pekinese
dogs. The dogs had their own hairdressers and
tooth-cleaners, a manicurist and, naturally,
first-class chefs. The ruling dynasty in China
considered Pekinese their symbol and hid
them from the sight of mere mortals, especial-
ly foreigners. When Peking was captured by
the French and British in 1860, the Emperor
gave orders for all the palace dogs to be killed.
Fortunately five Pekinese escaped the slaugh-
ter and were taken away to Europe.

Russian rulers before Peter the Great failed
to show due respect for canines. But the new
fascination with Europe influenced the posi-
tion of dogs at court as well. The Emperor
brought back a small Italian greyhound from
his visit to England. Peter gave Lizetta to his
wife, but often could not resist making a fuss
of the animal himself. Anna Ioannovna was a
passionate huntress and dog-lover. According
to one version, it was by presenting her with a
first-rate pack of fox terriers that her favourite
Biron managed to gain her affections.

Possibly following his example, in 1770 the
English physician Dr Thomas Dimsdale pre-
sented Catherine the Great with a pair of
superb Italian greyhounds — Sir Tom and

In one of her letters Catherine
asked the recipient to excuse her bad hand-
writing: “I am extraordinarily cramped at the
minute by a certain young and beautiful Zemi-
ra, who of all Tom’s descendents always sits as
close as possible to me and asserts her claims to
the point of putting her paws on my paper.”
When Zemira died, Catherine ordered a porce-
lain statuette of her and asked the French
envoy, the Comte de Ségur, to write an epitaph.
When another of Catherine’s favourite dogs, by
the name of Sutherland, passed away, the
Empress gave orders for the animal to be
stuffed. Nikita Ryleyey, the chief of police, who
was not noted for his quick wits, immediately
went round to the court banker, Baron Suther-
land, to inform him of the Empress’s decision.

Majesty, but I'lack the courage to inform you of
the punishment.”

“What!” the banker exclaimed at the top of
his voice. “Can my life really be in danger?”

“The Empress,” the chief of police replied
dejectedly, “has ordered me to have you
stuffed.”

Nicholas I instilled a love of animals in his
sons from an early age. In his notes on his trav-
els through Russia Alexandre Dumas recalled:
“Wishing to reward one of his boys for some-
thing, Nicholas I had him lie down alongside
his bed on the same greatcoat spread out on
the floor that his dog Hussar slept upon. Hus-
sar, an old, dirty spaniel with grey fur was
Emperor Nicholas’s favourite.” It is not sur-
prising then that Tsesarevich Alexander Niko-
layevich had a deep affection for his faithful
dogs throughout his life. His black setter
Milord even perished on account of his
boundless love for his master. When Alexan-

der went off to the World Fair in Paris in 1867,
the dog could not bear to be separated from
him and died of a broken heart.

Alexander III’'s most faithful companion
was the Siberian Laika that he was given in
1883 by the sailors of the cruiser Africa. The
unfortunate Kamchatka was to perish when
the imperial train came off the rails near Borki
in the Ukraine. In his diary the Tsar wrote: “Do
I really have among people even one disinter-
ested friend? — No, nor can I have, but a dog
can be one, and Kamchatka was.”

Eleven dogs lived in the kennels of the last
Russian emperor. Other members of Nicholas
II’s family also had their favourite dogs.
Empress Alexandra Fiodorovna simply adored
a Scotch terrier named Eira. Anastasia was
always carrying a King Charles spaniel in her
muff, while Tatyana’s favourite was the French
bulldog Ortino. The Chekist Medvedev, who
took part in the shooting of the imperial fami-
ly, told his son that when the corpses of the
Romanovs were being loaded onto a lorry, the
body of a little dog slipped from the sleeve of
one of the grand duchesses.

Among present-day monarchs the best
known dog-lover is Elizabeth II. Windsor Castle

is home to countless poodles, labradors and
spaniels, but the Queen’s real passion is for
Welsh corgis. Her Majesty takes care of her pets
personally, and, according to some sources,
even removes their fleas herself. Unkind
tongues have said that the Queen devotes more
time to her corgis than she did to the upbring-
ing of her children... Perhaps that is why her
daughter even ended up in court — and again
over a dog: Anne’s bullterrier bit two children
in the park. The Princess had to pay a 500-
pound fine, but obviously failed to learn her
lesson: the next year the same dog bit one of
her mother’s favourite dogs to death... Now
the aggressive canine is undergoing a course of
treatment with a psychiatrist.

History has also recorded the names of
many presidential pets. Francois Mitterand’s
black labrador has even been extolled in song
by the composer Renaud Séchan. Baltique
accompanied the French President on all his
foreign trips. During his master’s visit to
Moscow he even stayed in his own room at the
Hotel Metropole. And yet when Mitterand died
the dog, who was frantic with grief, was not
allowed to attend the funeral in church. Even
more tragic is the story of the labrador Corbu,

who was presented to Nicolae Ceausescu by
British diplomats. The General Secretary of
the Romanian Communist Party gave his
beloved dog the rank of colonel and his own
car, but during the revolution of December
1989 the fourlegged colonel was shot by an
infuriated crowd.

The role of canines in human history has
yet to be fully studied. But certain members of
the species definitely influenced the course of
events in the twentieth century. Some are
inclined to attribute Hitler’s misanthropy to
the mental trauma caused by the theft of his
beloved fox terrier — during the First World
War the corporal carried Fuchsl in his knap-
sack and ate out of the same bowl with him.
And a little dog named Pushinka may well
have saved humanity from nuclear war. Nikita
Khrushchev presented her to John Kennedy’s
daughter in order to smooth over the unpleas-
ant atmosphere following the Cuban Missile
Crisis. The Secret Service spent a long time
checking whether Pushinka was impregnated
with some chemical weapon. Soon, however,
this daughter of Strelka, a Soviet mongrel who
had been into space, became one of the
favourite animals in the White House. m
