Prince Alexander Nevsky, the
heavenly patron of St Peters-
burg, the Taleon Club hosted
the awards ceremony of the
All-Russian Alexander Nevsky
literary competition that was
instituted by the Centre for
Humanitarian and Business
Collaboration (St Petersburg)
and Russia’s Union of Writers
in January 2005.

the guardian angel
of the russian land

The name of Grand Prince Alexander Nevsky
(1220—1263) is written in glowing letters in the
history of the Russian land. A valorous warrior and
brilliant commander, wise politician and skilful
diplomat, he became one of the symbols of the
greatness and spiritual strength of the Russian na-
tion, its unbending courage in the face of enemy in-
vaders.

As a military commander he never lost a battle, al-
though he had to fight against stronger and more
experienced opponents. As a statesman he chose
the only correct course that helped to preserve
Rus’ in the exceptionally difficult circumstances
created by the Tatar-Mongol invasion. As an ac-
complished diplomat he obtained many privileges
for the Russians, the foremost of which was re-
lease from the obligation to fight on the side of the
Tatar khans in wars against other peoples.

“Good Russians included Nevsky among their
guardian angels and over the centuries attributed
to him, as a new heavenly intercessor for the na-
tion, various events favourable for Russia: so
strongly did posterity believe the opinion and feel-
ing of contemporaries about the reasoning of this
prince! The name of Saint that is given to him is far
more expressive than Great: because great is an
epithet usually given to the fortunate. Alexander, by
contrast, could through his virtues only ease Rus-
sia’s harsh fate and her subjects, jealously extolling
his memory, showed that the people sometimes
justly appraises the merits of rulers and does not
always class them according to the outward bril-
liance of the state.” Such was the assessment that
the outstanding historian Nikolai Karamzin gave of
Alexander Nevsky in his 12-volume History of the
Russian State.

The aim of the competition is to revive Russian citizens’ interest in
the history of their homeland and to identify talented authors work-
ing in the historical genre. The founders believe that such notable
actions will lead to an increase in the numbers of serious readers
whose interest will in turn stimulate literary creativity.

A nation’s sense of itself is determined by history and so the popu-
larization of such literature, a grasp of the role and authority of real
historical personages as examples of service to one’s homeland
and concern for the public good in practical terms addresses the
task of forming a “national idea”.

Around 100 writers entered their works for the competition. The
committee selected 50 books that completely satisfied the require-
ments of the prize rules and the modern historical context. Impor-
tantly, in their works the entrants dealt not only with well known
figures (Saint Vladimir, Alexander Nevsky, lvan the Terrible, Dmitry
Pozharsky), but also little studied characters. From the shortlist of
candidates published on 12 August, the committee made its final
choice of winners. “The books written by the competitors combined

pitable halls of the Eliseev Palace Hotel.
Red carpets, the splendidly decorated
Taleon restaurant, the anthem to Alexander
Nevsky written especially for the occasion,
the ringing of bells and a sea of flowers

all emphasized the significance of the
moment.

First prize and the title of 2005 Laureate
went to Sergei Perevezentsev for the book
Tsar Ivan IV Grozny (Tsar Ivan IV, the Terri-
ble). In the opinion of the jury, his research,
which came out during the 475th anniver-
sary year of the first Russian tsar’s birth, is
truly unique. The author neither condemns
nor exalts the historical personality, but
from the position of our own time and on
the basis of documentary evidence he re-
veals the greatness and the tragedy of this
ruler. The second prize was awarded to the
writer Oleg Mikhailov for his book General
Yermolov. This book is a most timely ac-
count of the hero of the nineteenth-century
wars in the Caucasus. The third prize went
to Sergei Kulichkin for Dusha i slava Port-
Artura (The Soul and Glory of Port Arthur),
which reveals the truth about General Kon-
dratenko — an undeservedly forgotten pop-
ular hero who directed the defence of Port
Arthur and died there.

The competition committee made two spe-
cial awards. The “For Works and Homeland”

Oleg
Mikhailov, the “Knight of Russian Belle-
Lettres” declared “I want to congratulate

all those who have been awarded this
patriotic and profoundly spiritual prize.

And all those who created it. It is written: in
the beginning was the Word and the Word
was God...
